PRINCIPALS MAY DEVELOP ADDITIONAL PROCEDURES TO
INCLUDE IN THE STUDENT HANDBOOK FOR THEIR CAMPUS.
THE PRINCIPAL SHALL ENSURE THAT ANY ADDITIONAL
PROCEDURES ARE NOT IN CONFLICT WITH POLICY, THE
STUDENT CODE OF CONDUCT, OR STUDENT HANDBOOK IN-
FORMATION DEVELOPED BY THE SUPERINTENDENT.

Student handbooks are subject to Board review but shall not be
adopted by the Board.

Student handbooks shall be made available on the District’'s web-
site at the beginning of the school year; hard copies shall be pro-
vided upon request. Amendments to the handbook shall be com-
municated promptly to students and parents.
